Our Goal: 400 Kits

3 spiral notebooks (70 count)
1 pack of pencils (10 count)

1 small dictionary (new or used)
1 small Bible (new or used)

1 compass
1 pair of flip flops (size M - L)*

1 pack of blue or black pens (10 count)
1 small calculator

1 12” ruler
1 medium or large poncho

1 protractor

Pack all items in a 2 gallon Zip-loc bag or secure plastic bag.

Please do not include items that are not listed, including personal notes, as workers at the depot will
have to remove them before shipping. Each kit MUST contain exactly what is listed above to make
it through customs. Deliver kits to your local church with a $5 per kit donation for packing/shipping.
Do not put money in bag!

Note to Pastors, Mission Chairs, Church Treasurers:
Please designate one person (or group of people) to deliver the kits your church collects to the Johnson
City District Office June 7 - 10, 9:00 am to 5:00 pm. If at all possible, do not bring them before June 7,
as we do not have long-term storage space available. We MUST have all of your kits by 5:00 pm on
Thursday, June 10 as the truck will arrive early the next morning to pick them up.

Church Treasurers should write one check (payable to Johnson City District UMC with “school kits”
on the memo line) to cover the cost of all kits from your church. Send this check with the person(s)
delivering the kits to the District Office. NO CASH PLEASE!
